No decision has been made on replacing the ironwork above the arch or the urns on
the pillars, all of which disappeared long ago.

The central decoration is not a cherub, but a pair of wings under a scallop shell. In
Christian iconography, the wings represent the soul ascending. The shell has two
meanings. it is best known as the symbol of S. James, particularly Santiago de
Compostela, and by extension, pilgrimage, but also represents rebirth, baptism, and
resurrection. Though the dead could be considered the ultimate pilgrims, the
second interpretation is more likely.
